	File Reading

	view filename
	Views file in read only mode.  vi commands apply.

	pg filename
	Views file one page at a time.  GNIX doesn't use it.

	more filename
	Views file pages, # of defined lines, or starts at defined string

	less filename
	Similar to more command with backward movement through file

	Shell Redirection

	command > filename
	Redirects output process to a file

	command >> filename
	Redirects output process and appends it to end of file  

	command < filename
	Redirects file as input to command process

	command << filename
	Used mostly with script files to provide standard command input

	cat Command

	cat > filename
	Used to create a file

	cat >> filename
	Appends input to file

	cat filename1 > filename2
	Copies one file to another file

	cat filename1 filename2 > filename3
	Copies two files to another file

	cat filename1 filename2 >> filename3
	Appends two files to another file

	Enhanced File Printing

	pr filename
	Formats a file with:

2 blank line header

1 line for the date, file name, and page #

2 blank lines

file contents

5 blank line footer

Has similar sort command abilities for formatting output

	pr filename1 > filename2
	Formats and copies one file to another file

	lp filename
	Sends file to local printer for printing

	File Manipulation:  Copy, Move, Link, Word Count

	cp filename1 filename2
	Copies one file to another file

	cp filename1 directory
	Copies one file and places it in a directory

	cp filename1 filename2 directory
	Copies one file to another file and places it in a directory

	
	

	mv filename directory
	Moves a file to a directory

	mv filename1 filename2
	Renames file to new file name and deletes old file

	
	

	ln filename xyz
	Link file to a user defined string format (XYZ, xyz, a1b2c2, etc.)

	
	

	wc filename
	Counts the numer of lines, words, and characters in a file

	File Name Substitution:  Metacharacters ? * 

	filename? , ?filename, file?name
	Represents a single character located in a file name

	
	

	filename*, *filename, file*name
	Represents any number of characters located in a file name

	
	

	[string] , [ab] = a or b
	Interpreted as file name(s) containing specified character(s)

	[string] , [!ab] = neither a or b
	Interpreted as file name(s) containing neither specified character(s)

	[string-string] , [1-9] , [a-z]
	Interpreted as file name(s) containing range of specified characters(s)

	
	

	.filename
	Hidden files start with a . (dot/period)

	Finding Files 

	find pathname -name filename -actionoption
	Finds a file based on pathname, search option, and action option

	Display File Portions 

	head filename
	Displays first 10 lines of file

	head -# filename
	Displays first # of lines of file

	
	

	tail filename
	Displays last 10 lines of file

	tail -# filename
	Displays last # of lines of file

	
	

	cut -option filename
	Cuts and displays column fields or column characters (Tab = def. delimiter)

	Join Files

	paste filename1 filename2
	Displays files in line by line appended format

	paste filename1 filename2 > filename3
	Appends files line by line and saves to new file
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
