Step 10 says, “Save the error message using: a.out 2>errs”.  Well, the compile error isn’t going to show up through execution of the a.out program.  Once prog2.c has been modified to produce an error, the error will show up and be recorded in the err file using: cc prog2.c 2>err  

Also, Step 4 has you create the prog2 file, but Step 5 doesn’t say if you should run ./a.out or ./prog2.  This file name difference becomes an issue when you’re told to recompile your file in Step 8.  In that step, you’re not told whether to compile it to the default of a.out or the newer prog2 file.
